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HUMAN RESOURCES (HR)

The Human Resources Committee oversees the Nation’s recruitment process and
manages hiring procedures in accordance with approved policies. This includes
posting employment opportunities, coordinating interviews, and approving hiring
recommendations made by the selected interview panel. The authority of the HR
Committee to oversee the recruitment was established through an official Motion
passed by Chief and Council at a duly convened Council meeting. This helps ensure
the Nation follows an organized and consistent hiring process. The HR committee is
comprised of the Director of Operations (DOO), the Chief Financial Officer (CFO), the
Director of Human Resources (DOHR), and other Directors. At least three (3) members
described must be involved in order for the committee to intact its authority.

This is a cyclical review as
Mistawasis received Financial Management Systems cerification in 2019.

Tansi Mistawasis:
    Now that we have stepped into 2026, Chief and Council along with our new
Director of Operations have been moving forward with strong momentum. We’re
building teamwork across our organization, and we will be hosting an AGM soon.
These newsletters are also an important part of staying connected with Citizens
both on the reservation and in our urban centres.
   Most recently, I travelled to London, England as part of a seven person
delegation, including other Treaty 6 Chiefs to meet with King Charles. Each of us
had an opportunity to speak with him directly. Our goal was to invite him to Fort
Carlton in August for the 150  commemoration celebration. While it doesn’t
appear he will be able to attend this year, he shared that he would consider a
visit in the near future.

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Chief Daryl Watson made a historic visit in early March to Buckingham Palace, where he met with King 
Charles III to reaffirm Treaty 6 obligations and invite the monarch to the Treaty 6, 150th anniversary 
commemoration in August at Fort Carleton, Saskatchewan.

Chief Daryl Watson of Mistawasis Nêhiyawak and Chief Larry Ahenakew of Ahtahkakoop First Nation, Chief 
Edwin Ananas of Beardy’s Okemesis, and Chief Christine Longjohn of Sturgeon Lake Cree Nation travelled to 
London in early March following a two-year letter writing campaign aimed at securing an audience with the 
King. Their primary goal was to invite him to the Treaty 6, 150th commemoration, scheduled for August 23, 
2026, at Fort Carlton.

Chief Daryl Watson says, “Initially when we began the letter writing campaign to the King to try get an 
audience with him, which we started over two years ago. Chief Larry Ahenakew was very instrumental in 
starting the dialog with Buckingham Palace to try secure a date.”

Chief Watson describes how surreal it was, walking into Buckingham Palace and being officially 
acknowledged as First Nation leaders from Canada. Each chief in attendance had a chance to speak one-
on-one with the King, and they had discussions with the King. Beyond symbolism, the chiefs used the 
meeting to raise ongoing concerns facing First Nations. They engaged in what Chief Watson described as 
open and frank discussions about the impacts of the Indian Act, outstanding treaty obligations, and the need 
for resource revenue sharing. The focus, Watson said, was on defining a new relationship based on true 
partnership for the next 150 years.

The timing was highly symbolic; exactly 150 years ago Chief Mistawasis and Chief Ahtahkakoop met with the 
Crown's representatives at Fort Carlton to forge this very relationship. “Historically it is 150 years today that 
Chief Mistawasis and Chief Ahtahkakoop led the chiefs at Fort Carleton. There were fourteen bands at Fort 
Carleton that basically started identifying a relationship with the Crown based on terms and conditions of 
treaty.” Chief Watson says that was the primary reason for the meeting to invite the King to Fort Carlton, but 
also to look at the next 150 years. It’s been 150 years of oppression, with an archaic and an outdated Indian 
Act did nothing but suppress our people and harm our people.”

Chief Watson adds, “We must start having dialog with the King and his representatives to see exactly what 
the next 150 years will be like. The next 150 years should be more of a partnership with respect to the 
relationship that was garnered over the past 150 years. Now with the repatriation of the constitution in 1982 
it has changed to a certain degree, the obligation now has shifted from the Monarch of Great Britain to the 
Prime Minister of Canada. To some degree the responsibility has shifted, but more so that the most 
important thing to know is there is an obligation of the Crown under treaty; that  international law gives the 
ability of the first nations to have a clearer understanding of what the next 150 years should look like.”

Recognizing that meetings between First Nations leaders and the Crown are rare, the Treaty 6 Chiefs 
proposed establishing a more regular dialogue, suggesting that a small Treaty 6 delegation meet with the 
King every two to four years. The King was reportedly receptive to the idea.

King Charles has a well-documented, lifelong dedication to environmental conservation, particularly 
regarding the protection of clean water, along side a personal passion for traditional outdoor pursuits like 
hunting. These enduring interests provide a natural common ground with First Nations. Chief Watson said 
that the King asked about hunting and if our reserves have clean drinking water. 

During a private exchange, Chief Watson showed the King a historic treaty medallion that he was wearing 
and that was originally worn by Chief Mistawasis at the time Treaty 6 was signed in 1876. Chief Watson said 



the King paused as he held the medallion. I had an opportunity to have a conversation regarding the treaty 
medallion I was wearing. Queen Victoria was the head of state at that time, and basically it is a recognition of 
the importance of treaty for as long as the sun shines, the rivers flow and the grasses grow. The medallion 
represents that eternal commitment based on treaty. Chief Watson said that the King held the medallion in 
his hand, and he just had a moment. He didn't make a comment, but you could tell by his facial expression 
that he had a moment, the King  lifted up the medallion and looked at me, then he looked at it again. Chief 
Watson adds, “This medallion represents an obligation that the Crown has, you know, to treaty and First 
Nations people in Canada.” 

While the King explained that his schedule is typically booked at least a year in advance, he could not 
confirm an in-person visit to Fort Carlton in August. He made a firm commitment to at least try record a 
video message from Buckingham Palace to be broadcast at the Treaty 6 commemoration. He also indicated 
a potential visit to Canada later in the year.

Prime Minister Mark Carney arrived in London shortly after the meeting. As of now Chief Watson and the 
other Treaty 6 chiefs have not met with Prime Minister Mark Carney, but they did send him an invitation to the 
150th Treaty 6 Commemoration in August at Fort Carlton.  Chief Watson and Chief Ahenakew have also been 
invited to attend the Liberal National Convention in Montreal on April 9 and 10, where they hope to engage 
directly with federal leaders on the future of treaty implementation.

The visit marked both a symbolic and practical step forward linking a 150 year-old Treaty promise to ongoing 
efforts to ensure treaty commitments are fully honoured today.

“Now as we embark on the next 150 years, most of us won’t be around but we better begin the process now 
of identifying another path forward for the next 150 years.” Chief Daryl Watson stated.

Tansi Mistawasis, 

Q4 has been challenging with regards to our Crime Prevention initiative with many staff
turnovers occurring.  As we transition into Q1 of FY 2026-27, the emphasis will be to staff up
as contemplated in the original proposal for funding and to also advertise and recruit a
surveillance team to monitor our surveillance camera systems 24/7.  The original proposal
also included the establishment of a Crime Prevention Committee and this finalized as
well.

With regards to Bill C-92, Mistawasis was approved for the maximum funding allocation of
$550k for the 2025-26 fiscal year.  As noted in previous newsletter updates, Bill C-92
provides for the ability for Mistawasis to revitalize its Indigenous laws relating to
childrearing in accordance with the three primary  principles set out in Bill C-92; those
being the principle of the best interest of the child, the principle of cultural continuity and
the principle of substantive equality.  Service delivery will continue to focus on primary,
secondary and tertiary services using evidence based, evidence informed and
traditional/cultural methodologies to support the emotional , mental, spiritual and
physical being of our at risk children, youth and families.  The emphasis will be on
community engagement, the finalization of a service delivery model specific to Mistawasis
and the identification of staffing complement to support that model.  

Work on our proposed Governance Act and our Custom Election Act did not progress as
planned but this important work will continue in fiscal year 2026-27.

The 2026 Treaty Annuity Payment has now been finalized. Enclosed, you will find the following
attachments: 

• 2026 Treaty Annuity Payment Schedule for Saskatchewan First Nations
• Treaty Payments Identification Requirements 

In 2025, ISC was able to successfully deliver payments using a new electronic, internet-based
payment system. Payments will be issued utilizing the same system in 2026. This process
reduces wait times and eliminates the need for individuals to line up according to their
registration number or the need to visit multiple lines to collect annuities for spouses and/or
children. Families will be able to visit the first available line and collect annuities regardless of
their registration number or Band affiliation. 

In order for ISC to facilitate this streamlined payment process, we wish to remind you of a few
operational requirements. Specifically, the system will rely on access to a stable source of
electricity and internet connectivity. We kindly ask for your assistance in ensuring that the
designated payment site in your community has available electrical outlets or can be accessed
via extension cords. Additionally, if a local Wi-Fi network is available, we would appreciate the
opportunity to connect to it. Should internet access not be available, please notify our office as
soon as possible so that alternate arrangements—such as the use of Starlink or equivalent
connectivity—can be made. 

Indigenous Services Canada (ISC) is pleased to inform you of a new enhancement to the
payment system made available in 2026. This enhancement allows us to make Triennial 
Clothing Allowance (TCA) payments as cash payments at an event. Members of Chief and 
Council who became entitled to an initial or subsequent TCA payment starting April 1, 2025 will
be able to receive their TCA payment in cash at any event. If someone does not pick up pick up
their TCA payment, the balance will remain in their Treaty account to be paid at a future date
either in person at an event or by the standard Treaty annuity payment request form. 

Thank you for your continued partnership in the delivery of Treaty payments to your
community. We look forward to working together to make this year’s events a success.
